Open Class Exhibiting

Some of you will know that this Federation changed the marking scheme for Open Class
competitions this year to align with that being used by the ABPS at the Inter -Federation
competitions.

You may also know that last December the ABPS asked all Federations to input their
competition rules with the objective of trying to align their rules to ensure a common
stairway existed towards National competition for those that aspire to it. In November 2011
we received the first output from that exercise.

I'm glad to say that on the whole the Hampshire Federation's rules and marking schemes
(and use of 16 and 32 sheet competitions) are not far out of line with the ABPS proposal,
with one exception.

The marking scheme for Open Class has been revised again. It transpires that after ten
years of shilly -shallying FIP has at last recognised Open Class and come up with rules and a
marking scheme - differing from that used by ABPS in 2011.

At this time of writing the consultation among the Federations with ABPS is still going on.
Since the intent of Hampshire remains that of providing a framework to progress to National
level, if desired, | imagine that in due course we will change to line up.

However, | propose waiting until the rules have settled down before changing again. So,
unless those who care passionately about Open Class wish otherwise, we'll keep to the
current marking scheme for 2012. There is good news too! ABPS is proposing an extensive
programme of seminars on competitive exhibiting. | promise to keep you updated.

New York Seaplane Airport

The American Aeronautical Corporation (AAC) was founded in October 1928 by Enea
Bossi located at 730 Fifth Avenue in Port Washington, New York. Its purpose was to

build Savoia Marchetti seaplanes under license. Licenses were acquired for both S -55 and
the S-56 and both were tested atthe  Miller Army Airfield but only the latter made it to
production.  With a factory already in place in Port Washington, the AAC sponsored the
construction of a seaplane base in the town.
