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INTRODUCTION

1. The statutory planning policy for Yateley is contained in the
Yateley and Hawley Town Map published in draft form in 1962 and
approved, after amendment, by the Minister of Housing and Local
Government in 1967. The draft North East Hampshire Interim Plan
published in 1968, incorporates and amends some of the Town Map
proposals. In cases of conflict the Interim Plan by reason of
its more recent publication, represents the County Planning
Authority's policy.

2. An industrial allocation of some 20 acres of land adjoining
Yateley Common was included in both of these documents and was
partly intended for the relocation of non-conforming uses then
situated on the Dungells Farm site. In the case of the Town
Map there was a further proposal for a link road between A.327
and A.30 which was shown to run along the eastern boundary of
the industrial site. The draft Interim Plan however abandoned
the link road proposal, while the industrial allocation was
confirmed, the Local Planning Authority taking the view that it
was a firm commitment which had been public knowledge for some
years. In making this proposal the Local Planning Authority
felt that there was a need to alleviate, as much as possible,
any nuisance both existing and potential to adjoining residents
and that a more detailed planning policy, in the form of a local
plan should be provided to resolve the problems relating both
to the industrial development and to the layout of land allocated
in the Town Map for residential development in 1971-1981.

3. This plan, within the area it covers, supplements the provisions
of the approved Town Map and the draft North East Hampshire
Interim Plan. The proposals form the basis of statutory control
of development within the Local Plan area and provide a guide for
development and redevelopment in a comprehensive manner by local
authorities, statutory undertakers and private owners.

PRESENT CONDITIONS

The Study Area

4« This lies between the existing Blackbushe airfield and the Westfields
school complex in South-West Yateley. It is bounded by the recently
developed Dungells Farm residential estate and Dungells Lane to the
east whilst to the west the boundary of the Town Map allocation is
less obvious as Yateley borders a large area of agricultural land at
present covered by the Country Conservation Policy.
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Description

5. The land itself is virtually flat although rising gently towards °*
Yateley village to the north. The area consists of both agri-
cultural land and the grounds of several large houses. At the
western end of the study area is a gypsy rehabilitation centre
in a group of prefabricated dwellings. There is also a well
laid out permanent caravan site and a group of dwellings on the
edge of the airfield. Roads are mainly of a rural character
often with high embankments and hedgerows. Landscaping is gene-
rally poor with sparse vegetation and birch scrub on the common.

Industry

6. The industrial site is dominated by a large wartime hangar occupied
by a firm manufacturing heavy plant and transport equipment, which
also uses a large area of open storage adjoining the hangar to the
west. Immediately to the north are several newly constructed
industrial buildings accommodating primarily firms displaced from
the old Blackbushe Trading Estate in accordance with the Town Map
provision. The relocation of these firms is now completed. This
leaves the remainder of the industrial allocation, some 9 acres of
semi-derelict land containing an unsightly collection of Nissen huts.

Residential development and population

7. The plan area contains a mixture of house types and densities.
There are several houses in large grounds, some new housing and some
areas of older housing with post-war infilling. The new housing
estates adjoining the plan area are laid out in a traditional way at
medium densities with little or no vehicular/pedestrian segregation.
It seems likely that of the remaining larger houses the majority will
be demolished to make way for housing redevelopment. The population
of the plan area shown on the map is approximately 550 living in the
Blackbushe Park caravan site and the permanent dwellings.

Roads and Footpaths

8. There is no clearly defined hierarchy of roads within the area and
there is a marked contrast between the formal urban standards of
the housing estate roads on the periphery and the country lanes which
predominate. Monteagle Lane, Dungells Lane and Vigo Lane over parts
of its length are winding, narrow (ljft. - 18ft.) and bounded by high
banks and hedgerows with poor visibility at bends and junctions. In
the course of preparation of the North East Hampshire Interim Plan,
detailed traffic studies were carried out which showed that the Town
Map proposal for a north-south link road was not justified. Further
detailed studies have suggested that the existing roads in the area
are sufficient to carry existing and expected future traffic volumes
subject to some improvements to increase capacity. A network of
pedestrian routes exists within the area providing for movement between
the residential areas and the school complex to the north and to the
common in the south. There is scope for improvement particularly
where the lanes, which have no footpaths, are used by pedestrians.
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
