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YATELEY AND HAWLEY TOWN MAP

WRITTEN STATEMENT
1. Introduction.

The area covered by the Town Map comprises the whole of the parish of Yateley, the greater
part of the parish of Eversley and parts of the parishes of Hawley, Hartley Wintney and Bramshill within
the Hartley Wintney Rural District. The area is enclosed by National Grid points SU/7663, SU/8363,
SU/8361, SU/8761, SU/8759, SU/8359, SU/8357, SU/7957, SU/7959 and SU/7659.

2. The Objects of the Plan.

The objects of the Plan are broadly as follows:
(a) To make provision for the expected natural increase in population, together with some

allowance for the further fragmentation of existing households and to provide for limited
immigration from other areas;

(b) To secure some measure of integration and rounding off of the existing separate settlements
of Yateley and Blackwater/Frogmore, and to permit their development as separate communities;

o (c) To preserve an open area between Blackwater and the development area at Farnborough as
shown on the Aldershot, Farnborough and Fleet Town Map;

(rf) To maintain the existing character of the village of Eversley.

3. Population and Residential Development.

It is estimated that in mid-1960 the civilian population of the Town Map area was 6,900.
This figure did not include any service population which may have been stationed in the area
It is anticipated that in the period 1960-1981 there will be a natural increase of population of

approximately 700 persons.
Each area allocated for residential development has been assessed in the light of local conditions

and the Plan would accommodate about 4,150 new dwellings.
From this assessment it would appear that the Town Map could accommodate an additional

12,000 persons.
The Town Map population could, therefore, be approximately 19,000 persons in 1981.
It is intended to secure the development or redevelopment of the land allocated for residential

development at densities consistent with the policy expressed in the Ministry of Housing and Local
Government Circular 37/60 and Planning Bulletin No. 2. Accordingly it is intended to develop the
major allocations, about 230 acres, at an average net density of not less than twelve dwellings per acre.

4. Areas added for Residential Development.

The major areas allocated for residential development are as follows; a comprehensive plan will
be required for each area before development is permitted:

(i) An area to the west of Yateley Green. A site for a subsidiary shopping centre will be required
to accommodate a small group of shops;

(ii) An area to the north of road A.327 at Yateley;
(iii) An area to the north of road A.327 and west of Moulsham Green;
(iv) An area to the south-west of Yateley Hall and north of Yateley Common. A site for a sub-

sidiary shopping centre to accommodate a small group of shops will be required;
(v) An area to the north-east of Rosemary Lane between the road and the railway;
(vi) An area to the east of Darby Green. A site which will be required for a Primary School

possibly before 1971, has been defined in this area;
(vii) An area around and including Hawley Hill House, Hawley;
(viii) The worked out gravel pit south of Rosemary Lane.

5. Industry.

The areas allocated primarily for industrial use are as follows:
(i) The site of 3-6 acres on the north side of road A.327 used by Yateley Industries for Disabled

Girls;
(ii) An area of 20 acres partly for new light industry and partly for the relocation of existing

industry to the north of Yateley Common. It is intended that the northern part of this area
should be used for the relocation of the temporary industrial use permitted at Dungells Farm;

(iii) The existing industrial development at Blackwater between the railway and the County
boundary, comprising approximately 12 acres; no extension of this area is intended.
